Bylawse

These Bylaws of the Board of Trustees (the “Board) of the Fort Collins Regional Library
District (the “District) are adopted this 7" day of January, 2008 at the District’s regular meeting
to govern Board action.

The District is a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, established and existing
pursuant to §§24-90-101 er seq. of the Colorado Revised Statutes. These bylaws are adopted
pursuant to C.R.S. §24-90-109(a).

L NAME
The name of this organization shall be the Fort Collins Regional Library District.
1L BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Section 1. Appointment. The management and control of the Ft. Collins Regional
Iibrary District (the "District”) shall be vested in a Board of seven (7) trustees (the "Trustees")
appointed in accordance with statute, all of whom must reside within the boundaries of the
District.

Section 2. Number, Geographic Areas and Term. The Board of Trustees shall consist
of seven (7) members, all of whom must reside within the boundaries of the District’s legal
service area. The Trustees shall serve no more than two (2) consecutive four (4) year terms
which shall be staggered so that one or two Trustees are appointed or reappointed each year. A
Trustee’s term shall expire on the day of the annual meeting and the term of newly appointed
Trustees shall begin at the annual meeting.

Section 3. Appointment of New Trustees. When the term of an existing Trustee will
expire, and such Trustee is either ineligible for reappointment or elects not to be reappointed. a
new Trustee shall be appointed in accordance with procedure consistent with C.R.S. §24-90-
108(2)(c).

Section 4. Vacancies. Vacancies shall be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term
as soon as possible in the manner in which Trustees are regularly chosen.

Section 5. No Salary. Trustees shall not receive a salary or other compensation as a
Trustee, but necessary traveling and subsistence expenses actually incurred may be paid from the
Library Fund.

Section 6. Removal. A Trustee may be removed only by a 2/3 vote of the appointing
authority and only upon a showing of good cause. Good cause shall include, but not be limited
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
